ANNUAL MEETING SETS THE
2012 GOALS AND BUDGET

THE 2012 GOALS AT THE ANNUAL NEIGHBORHOOD MEETING.

The Annual Meeting of the Oak Grove
Neighborhood Association was held at the
Sullivan Elementary School on January
18™. Participants approved 2012 goals, the
neighborhood budget and elected four
members to the Board of Directors.

The 2012 goals included improvements
to neighborhood events like the two
summer concerts and the Annual
Neighborhood Picnic. A new goal this year
Is to establish outreach programs for the
Hispanic population in the neighborhood.

A budget of $3,225 was approved. That
included funding for neighborhood events,
a scholarship program, awards and the
neighborhood newsletter. Funding will also
be used for one or more neighborhood
beautification projects.

Re-elected to the Board of Directors for
two-year terms were Leah Gaworek, Vince
Kehl and Dan Theno.

“The Oak Grove Neighborhood
Association has accomplished much in its
two years of existence,” said President Dan
Theno. “This year we want to expand
programs and activities to improve the
neighborhood even more.”

WHY DID THEY NAME IT
HARTUNG STREET?

CAPTAIN CHARLES HARTUNG

Hartung Street is named after one of the
mayors of Green Bay, Charles Hartung.

Charles Hartung was born in 1841 in
Germany. He was one of six children.
When he was 13 his family came to the
United States and settled in Two Rivers,
Wisconsin.

When the Civil War broke out Charles
enlisted with the Fifth Wisconsin
Volunteers in Madison, Wisconsin. He
served in Virginia but was seriously injured
in the hip during the Battle of Williamsburg.
After a period of recovery Charles returned
to service and joined the Army of the
Potomac. He attained the rank of Captain.

When the war ended Charles moved to
Green Bay and started a grocery business
He then opened a hardware business which
later became one of the oldest surviving
businesses in the city. He served as an
alderman for seven years and was elected
mayor of Green Bay in 1885, 1886 and 1887.
After a 20 years pause, Charles ran again
and was reelected to the City Council and
served another eight years.

Charles Hartung lived to be 75 years old.
He and his wife Madalene had four children.

Hartung Street is just east of the East
River. Running in a North - South direction
from Decker Avenue to Cass Street.

TIPS FOR CONDUCTING A
SUCCESSFUL RUMMAGE SALE

With registration for the May 12™ Annual
Oak Grove Neighborhood Rummage Sale
fast approaching, here are a few tips on
how you can conduct a good sale at your
home:

e What you consider “junk” might be a
treasure to someone else. The
guantity and variety of sale items will
attract the most attention.

e Arrange your sale items by category
like “furniture”, “appliances”, “toys”,
“clothing”, etc. Have prices clearly
marked for each item.

o Clean all sale items and “fix” what
you can of things that are broken.

e Priceitems low to sell, usually never
more than 20%-30% the original cost.
Be prepared to haggle.

e The condition of items is more
important than their age in setting
sale prices. That is not always the
general rule in selling antiques.

e Always try to be friendly and helpful.
A “crabby” seller won’t generate
enthusiasm.

e Nostalgia items in good condition
can demand a better price.

e Price and tag small items at rock-
bottom prices and offer “two-fers and
three-fers” to get rid of them.

e Leave sufficient room in display
areas for two people to walk around
side-by-side without hitting the items
for sale.

e Have adequate change on hand so
you can complete the sale easily.
